Titel: Dialogic book reading to target vocabulary (and more) for bilingual children with DLD

Abstract:

This presentation will focus on intervention for bilingual and multilingual children with Developmental
Language Disorder (DLD). The first part of the presentation will focus on what research says about general
principles of intervention with bilingual children, such as which language to focus on, methods that can be
used to target both languages, and how to assess the efficacy of intervention in the case of a bilingual child.
The second part of the presentation will focus on a specific method to target vocabulary in bilingual
populations, vocabulary being the cornerstone of further language development. A vocabulary intervention
approach using dialogic book reading will be presented, which was developed by an international research
team (members of COST Action IS1406). The presentation will cover the theoretical underpinnings of the
approach, details on how to implement it, and data on intervention efficacy. The approach can be used in
individual sessions or with groups, and parents could be trained to implement it in their language. The
method can be extended to targets beyond vocabulary.

For manga flersprakiga barn ar férskolan den enda area dar de méter sitt nya sprak. Férskolan har darfér en
viktig uppgift att tillhandahalla spraklig stimulans och ge barnen méjlighet att fa héra och tala andraspraket
tillrdckligt mycket, inte minst genom att barnen far héra och tala spraket i olika sammanhang. Samtidigt ar
forskolebarnens modersmal inte fardigutvecklat, utan barnen behover stdd aven i detta sprak. Ett valutveck-
lat modersmal underlattar inldrandet av ett andrasprak, inte minst genom ett stort ordférrad. For barn som
har en sen spraklig utveckling eller DLD, som drabbar bada spraken, ar stodet ocksd pa modersmalet annu
viktigare.

Att ett barn vistas i en forskola med ett annat sprak an hemmets, innebar inte att barnet med automatik
utvecklar detta andrasprak, utan det behdvs genomtankta strategier i det sprakliga arbetet. For forskolan ar
det viktigt att anvanda ett interkulturellt férhallningssatt, som innebar att man forstar hur den egna kulturen
paverkar arbetssattet och ocksa kontakten med flersprakiga foraldrar, t.ex. genom outtalade forvantningar.

Att arbeta med transsprakande innebar att alla sprék har samma varde, att barnet far mojligheter att an-
vanda ocksa sitt eget sprak vid de olika verksamheterna i forskolan. Fér personalens del innebar det t.ex. att
skaffa kunskap om digitala sprakliga resurser att anvanda i férskolan. Genom att barnen far anvanda sitt
eget sprak normaliseras sprakliga skillnader och barnen blir mer engagerade.

Foraldrarna ar en viktig grupp att arbeta med, inte minst eftersom synen pa hur barn Iar sig sprak kan skilja
sig mellan olika kulturer. Om barnet ar litet men beddéms ha DLD, behdvs féraldrarna involveras i arbetet
med spraklig stimulans pa modersmalet.

Forelasningen tar sin utgangspunkt i hur kognitiv semantik (Vogel 2011, Clark 2017) kan appliceras pa barns
lexikala utveckling men aven pa grammatisk utveckling och pa en pragmatiskt inriktad intervention av barn
med DLD. Dessa barn har i allmanhet svart med att utveckla sitt ordférrad, vilket i sin tur paverkar utvecklin-
gen av grammatik och interaktion. For de forsta arens ordférrad ateranvander barnet forsprakliga begrepp
som etablerats under det forsta levnadsaret. Manga sprakliga begrepp utgar fran den egna kroppen, t.ex.
fram- och bak, upp-och-ner liksom hur barnet relaterar till féremal i omgivningen som det gradvis lar sig att
hantera. Denna tidiga begreppsutveckling ar central for den fortsatta sprakutvecklingen dar barnet langt
senare |ar sig att forsta abstrakta ord och bildsprak, dvs. metaforer, liknelser och ordsprak. Manga metaforer
har en direkt koppling till kroppsupplevelser, t.ex. Att vdnda ryggen till (Vende ryggen til), Hoppa éver en sida
(Springe en side over), Kasta ett 6ga (Kaste et gje), Std med fbtterna pa jorden (Sta med fadderne pa jor-
den). Sadana uttryck ar mycket vanliga i vardagliga samtal och férekommer ofta i pedagogers sprak riktade
till barn. Bildsprak ar ocksa vanligt i bilderbocker for barn.

Barn med pragmatiska svarigheter har ofta svart att just forsta bildsprak som de tolkar bokstavligt, alltsa ord-
for-ord. Att ta fasta pa de grundldggande begreppen kan ge en tydlig struktur och medvetandegéra pedago-
gen pa kopplingen mellan kroppsupplevelser och sprakliga begrepp. De grundlaggande begreppen ligger
ocksa till grund for grammatiken eftersom sprak innebar att kunna ga utanfér den konkreta situationen har-
och-nu, att kunna forflytta sig i tid och rum, nédvandigt for att senare beharska narrativer.
